You have the right to notify your employer or OSHA about work-
place hazards. You may ask OSHA to keep your name confidential.

You have the right to request an OSHA inspection if you believe
that there are unsafe and unhealthful conditions in your workplace.
You or your representative may participate in that inspection.

You can file a complaint with OSHA within 30 days of retaliation or
discrimination by your employer for making safety and health com-
plaints or for exercising your rights under the OSHA Act.

You have a right to see OSHA citations issued to your employer.
Your employer must post the citations at or near the place of the
alleged violations.

Your employer must correct workplace hazards by the date indicat-
ed on the citation and must certify that these hazards have been
reduced or eliminated.

Free assistance in identifying and correcting hazards or complying
with standards is available to employers, without citation or penalty,
through OSHA-supported consultation programs in each state.

RACE, COLOR, RELIGION, SEX, NATIONAL ORIGIN
Executive Order 11246, as amended, prohibits job discrimina-
tion on the basis of race, color, religion, sex or national origin,
and requires affirmative action to ensure equality of opportunity
in all aspects of employment.

INDIVIDUALS WITH DISABILITIES
Section 503 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended,
prohibits job discrimination because of disability and requires
affirmative action to employ and advance in employment qual-
ified individuals with disabilities who, with reasonable accom-
modation, can perform the essential functions of a job.

VIETNAM ERA, SPECIAL DISABLED, RECENTLY
SEPARATED, AND OTHER PROTECTED VETERANS
38 U.S.C. 4212 of the Vietnam Era Veterans’ Readjustment
Assistance Act of 1974, as amended, prohibits job discrimina-
tion and requires affirmative action to employ and advance in
employment qualified Vietnam era veterans, qualified special
disabled veterans, recently separated veterans, and other pro-
tected veterans.

RACE, COLOR, RELIGION, SEX, NATIONAL ORIGIN
Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, prohibits
discrimination in hiring, promotion, discharge, pay, fringe bene-
fits, job training, classification, referral, and other aspects of
employment, on the basis of race, color, religion, sex or nation-
al origin.

DISABILITY
The Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, as amended, pro-
tects qualified applicants and employees with disabilities from
discrimination in hiring, promotion, discharge, pay, job training,
fringe benefits, classification, referral, and other aspects of
employment on the basis of disability. The law also requires that
covered entities provide qualified applicants and employees
with disabilities with reasonable accommodations that do not
impose undue hardship. 

AGE
The Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967, as amend-
ed, protects applicants and employees 40 years of age or older
from discrimination on the basis of age in hiring, promotion, dis-
charge, compensation, terms, conditions or privileges of
employment.

SEX (WAGES)
In addition to sex discrimination prohibited by Title VII of the
Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended (see above), the Equal Pay
Act of 1963, as amended, prohibits sex discrimination in pay-
ment of wages to women and men performing substantially
equal work in the same establishment.

Retaliation against a person who files a charge of discrimina-
tion, participates in an investigation, or opposes an unlawful
employment practice is prohibited by all of these Federal laws.

RACE, COLOR, RELIGION, NATIONAL ORIGIN, SEX
In addition to the protection of Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of
1964, as amended, Title VI of the Civil Rights Act prohibits dis-
crimination on the basis of race, color or national origin in pro-
grams or activities receiving federal financial assistance.
Employment discrimination is covered by Title VI if the primary
objective of the financial assistance is provision of employment,
or where employment discrimination causes or may cause dis-
crimination in providing services under such programs. Title IX
of the Education Amendments of 1972 prohibits employment
discrimination on the basis of sex in educational programs or
activities which receive Federal assistance.

INDIVIDUALS WITH DISABILITIES
Sections 501, 504 and 505 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as
amended, prohibits employment discrimination on the basis of
disability in any program or activity which receives federal
financial assistance in the federal government. Discrimination is
prohibited in all aspects of employment against persons with
disabilities who, with reasonable accommodation, can perform
the essential functions of the job.

If you believe you have been discriminated against in a pro-
gram of any institution which receives federal assistance, you
should contact immediately the federal agency providing such
assistance.

THE LAW

The Employee Polygraph Protection Act prohibits most private employ-
ers from using lie detector tests for pre-employment screening or dur-
ing the course of employment.

PROHIBITIONS
Employers are generally prohibited from requiring or requesting any
employee or job applicant to take a lie detector test, and from discharg-
ing, disciplining, or discriminating against an employee or prospective
employee for refusing to take a test or for exercising other rights under
the Act.

EXEMPTIONS*
Federal, state and local governments are not affected by the law. Also,
the law does not apply to tests given by the Federal Government to cer-
tain private individuals engaged in national security-related activities.

The Act permits polygraph (a kind of lie detector) tests to be adminis-
tered in the private sector, subject to restrictions, to certain prospective
employees of security service firms (armored car, alarm, and guard),
and of pharmaceutical manufacturers, distributors and dispensers.

The Act also permits polygraph testing, subject to restrictions, of cer-
tain employees of private firms who are reasonably suspected of
involvement in a workplace incident (theft, embezzlement, etc.) that
resulted in economic loss to the employer.

EXAMINEE RIGHTS
Where polygraph tests are permitted, they are subject to numerous
strict standards concerning the conduct and length of the test.
Examinees have a number of specific rights, including the right to a
written notice before testing, the right to refuse or discontinue a test,

and the right not to have test results disclosed to unauthorized persons.

ENFORCEMENT
The Secretary of Labor may bring court actions to restrain violations
and assess civil penalties up to $10,000 against violators. Employees or
job applicants may also bring their own court actions.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
Additional information may be obtained, and complaints of violations
may be filed, at local offices of the Wage and Hour Division. To locate
your nearest Wage-Hour office, telephone our toll-free information and
help line at 1-866-4USWAGE (1-866-487-9243).

YOUR RIGHTS
Under The Family and Medical

Leave Act of 1993
FMLA requires coverd employees to provide up to 12 weeks of unpaid, job-protected leave to “eligible” employees for certain family and medical reasons.
Employees are eligible if they have worked for their employer for at least one year, and for 1,250 hours over the previous 12 months, and if there are at least
50 employees within 75 miles. The FMLA permits employees to take leave on an intermittent basis or to work a reduced schedule under certain circumstances.

who has a serious health condition; or

The U.S. Department of Labor is authorized to investigate
and resolve complaints of violations.

An eligible employee may bring a civil action against an
employer for violations.

The employee ordinarily must provide 30 days advance
notice when the leave is “foreseeable.”

An employer may require medical certification to support a
request for leave because of a serious health condition, and
may require second or third opinions (at the employer’s
expense) and a fitness for duty report to return to work.

For the duration of FMLA leave, the employer must maintain
the employee’s health coverage under any “group health
plan.”

Upon return from FMLA leave, most employees must be
restored to their original or equivalent positions with equiva-
lent pay, benefits, and other employment terms.

The use of FMLA leave cannot result in the loss of any
employment benefit that accrued prior to the start of an
employee’s leave.

OVERTIME PAY
At least 1 1/2 times your regular rate of pay for all hours worked over 40 in a
workweek.

YOUTH EMPLOYMENT
An employee must be at least 16 years old to work in most non-farm jobs and
at least 18 to work in non-farm jobs declared hazardous by the Secretary of
Labor.

Youths 14 and 15 years old may work outside school hours in various non-
manufacturing, non-mining, non-hazardous jobs under the following conditions:

No more than
•  3 hours on a school day or 18 hours in a school week;
• 8 hours on a non-school day or 40 hours in a non-school week.

TIP CREDIT
Employers of “tipped employees” must pay a cash wage of at least $2.13 per
hour if they claim a tip credit against their minimum wage obligation. If an
employee’s tips combined with the employer’s cash wage of at least $2.13 per
hour do not equal the minimum hourly wage, the employer must make up the
difference. Certain other conditions must also be met.

ENFORCEMENT
The Department of Labor may recover back wages either administratively or
through court action, for the employees that have been underpaid in violation of
the law. Violations may result in civil or criminal action.

Also, work may not begin before 7 a.m. or end after 7 p.m., except from
June 1 through Labor Day, when evening hours are extended to 9 p.m.
Different rules apply in agricultural employment. For more information, visit
the YouthRules! Web site at www.youthrules.gov.

Civil money penalties of up to $11,000 per violation may be assessed against
employers who violate the youth employment provisions of the law and up to
$1,100 per violation against employers who willfully or repeatedly violate the
minimum wage or overtime pay provisions. This law prohibits discriminating
against or discharging workers who file a complaint or participate in any pro-
ceedings under the Act.

FEDERAL MINIMUM WAGE
$5.85 PER HOUR BEGINNING JULY 24, 2007

$6.55 PER HOUR BEGINNING JULY 24, 2008

$7.25 PER HOUR BEGINNING JULY 24, 2009

Certain occupations and establishments are exempt from the minimum
wage and/or overtime pay provisions.

Special provisions apply to workers in American Samoa and the
Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands.

Some state laws provide greater employee protections; employers must
comply with both.

The law requires employers to display this poster where employees can
readily see it.

Employees under 20 years of age may be paid $4.25 per hour during their
first 90 consecutive calendar days of employment with an employer.

Certain full-time students, student learners, apprentices, and workers with
disabilities may be paid less than the minimum wage under special certifi-
cates issued by the Department of Labor.

YOUR RIGHTS UNDER USERRA
THE UNIFORMED SERVICES EMPLOYMENT

AND REEMPLOYMENT RIGHTS ACT
USERRA protects the job rights of individuals who voluntarily or involuntarily leave employment positions to undertake military service or
certain types of service in the National Disaster Medical System. USERRA also prohibits employers from discriminating against past and
present members of the uniformed services, and applicants to the uniformed services.

REEMPLOYMENT RIGHTS

You have the right to be reemployed in your civilian job if you
leave that job to perform service in the uniformed service and:

If you leave your job to perform military service, you have the
right to elect to continue your existing employer-based
health plan coverage for you and your dependents for up to
24 months while in the military.

Even if you don’t elect to continue coverage during your mil-
itary service, you have the right to be reinstated in your
employer’s health plan when you are reemployed, generally
without any waiting periods or exclusions (e.g., pre-existing
condition exclusions) except for service-connected illnesses
or injuries.

The U.S. Department of Labor, Veterans Employment and
Training Service (VETS) is authorized to investigate and
resolve complaints of USERRA violations.
